TAKE-BACK DAY
Take Back Day: Saturday, September 26, 2015 10:00 am - 2:00 pm
The DEA has scheduled another National Prescription Drug Take Back Day on Saturday, September 26, 2014 from 10:00 am - 2:00 pm.  The Take-Back Day is intended to provide a setting for individuals to dispose of unwanted and unused prescription drugs. DEA's Drug Take-Back Days are part of the DEA's efforts to improve public health and safety through keeping prescription drugs out of the hands of teens and others.  The take-back service is free and anonymous, with no questions asked. Sites will accept tablets, capsules, and all other solid dosage forms of unwanted medication. Personal information may be blacked out on prescription bottles, or medications may be emptied from the bottles into the bins provided at the events
Americans who participated in the last National Take Back Day in September 2014 turned in more than 600,000 pounds of medications for safe disposal at 5,495 sites in all 50 states and U.S. territories.  In the four years of the program, almost 5 million pounds of drugs have been collected.
VA has been a leader in offering drug disposal options to Veterans via mail back envelopes and on-site receptacles.  Thanks to the efforts of both VA Pharmacy and Police, Veterans have returned approximately 4, 500 pounds of unwanted/unneeded medications for environmentally responsible destruction since the DEA rule change (October 2014).  Removing these medications from the home reduces the risk of diversion and the chance of accidental and intentional poisonings not only for Veterans but for children and others in the home.   

AS THIS IS A DEA EVENT, PLEASE UTILIZE THE TAKE-BACK SITES BELOW IN YOUR COMMUNITY.  In the future, Veterans are encouraged the continued use of mail back envelopes and on-site receptacles to properly dispose of unwanted and unused prescription medication.
